INSTRUCTIONS FOR SMALL GROUP SESSIONS

(schedule for each group will be posted on Course Works)
“NAMI” - 2 representatives will be waiting in PI lobby and should be picked up by 3:15. (Please be prompt)  Each will tell his/her personal story re: family members’ psychiatric problems and treatment and will explain briefly about the NAMI organization.  All students should be free to ask questions.

Fountain House - 1 staff member and 2 “clients” will be waiting in the PI lobby and should be picked up by 3:15. (Please be prompt)  Generally the staff member will explain briefly about their program and each patient will tell his/her personal story of psychiatric problems and treatment, probably focusing on psychosocial adjustment issues more than psychiatric symptoms.  All students should be free to ask questions.

C/L - “Hammer” groups meet in PI lobby after lecture to proceed directly to Milstein (southern bridge goes directly to Milstein lobby).  Medical/surgical patients with concomitant psychiatric diagnoses are identified by psychiatry residents.  Student interview should be conducted as with psychiatric inpatients.

Audobon - “Hammer” groups meet in PI lobby after lecture to proceed directly to the Audobon Clinic, which is located at 513 W. 166th Street on the 4th floor.  The group should arrive between 3:15 and 3:30.  Ask for patient at front desk.  Student interview should be conducted as with psychiatric inpatients.

Child - 2 child psychiatrists are assigned to each group.  The group will be divided in half at the beginning of the meeting and half the group will go with 1 child psychiatrist to a near-by classroom.  Each “½ group” will discuss developmental and interviewing issues in children with the child psychiatrist and will then be taken to a local nursery school where each group will interview/observe a child.  While the child psychiatrist may ask for a student volunteer, a student interviewer should not be pre-assigned.  Students should not wear white coats but should be dressed professionally.

 “Discussion” - Patient will not be seen.  Students should be prepared to discuss case of suicidal patient in syllabus.  Written assignment can be discussed at that time as well.

“Videos” – Patient will not be seen.  Movie clips relating to personality disorders will be reviewed and discussed.  Personality disorders chapter should be reviewed in preparation.
 *“Hammer” groups should meet in PI lobby for C/L and Audobon and will be reassigned to a PI room for “video” session.
